Resident Profile:
Laura Sadelman-Urban Survivor

When Laura Stadelman first
bought property in Tower Grove
Heights 13 years ago, it was with great
anticipation of a new adventure. She
and her husband, Jim, had raised their
family in Sappington, and now with
their three children grown, the empty
nesters were ready to trade in their
suburban lifestylefor an edgier, urban
one.

The couple was introduced to the
neighborhood by Tower Groveresi-
dents Rich and Jean lezzi, Laura’'s
brother and sister-in-law. They were
immediately charmed by the
neighborhood’s character. “We wanted
an investment and liked to rehab,” says
Laura. “We loved the old houses here
with their woodwork, pocket doors and
stained glass.”

Lauraand Jim bought their first
2-family flat on Wyomingin 1990, and
then disaster struck. Laura was
diagnosed with breast cancer, and a
few monthslater, imfell ill witha
brain tumor. “It was avery difficult
time for both us,” says Laura. “We

had planned to move into the neighbor-
hood after Jim retired. Of course our
plans changed entirely, and | found
myself grieving for our losses. The
future we had planned wasn’t there
any more.”

Another potential disaster, afire
intheir first-floor unit, turned out to be
ablessing as the couple was able to

focus on the rehab project, distracting
them from their grueling treatment
regimens. Jim was undergoing radia-
tion while Laurawas completing
chemotherapy rounds. In between,
they worked on the unit, and also
decided to purchase another 2-family
flat. “1t was atough time, but the
rehab project gave us afocus,” says
Laura.

After surgery and two rounds of
chemo, Laura's cancer went into
remission. However, Jim was not so
fortunate. His cancer proved aggres-
sive and resistant to treatment, and he
passed away in 1994.

Jim’'s death put Lauraat a
crossroads, and she elected to move
into her newly-rehabbed home. “I
stayed in our Sappington house for a
while after hedied,” she explained.
“But it wasafamily neighborhood, and
| was ready to move onto something
different.”

So Laura made a fresh start by
moving to the top unit of her first
buildingin 1995. “It’saspicy neighbor-
hood that’s never dull,” she says of her
choice.

Jim’s death and her own battle
with cancer gave Laura a fresh
perspective, and she approached her
life choicesvigorously. “| decided that
if 1 had to be awidow, | was going to
learn to embrace life on my own,” she
says. Laura expanded the number of
properties she owned to include athird
building which she purchased and
renovated herself. “| had been a
typical suburban wifewho relied
heavily on her husband,” she says.
“Now | had to learn to do many of
those things myself.”

Laura also elected to realize a
life-long dream of travel. “I have
Italian roots since my grandfather was
born there. | started getting restless.”
She embarked on an Italian tour that
took her from Lake Como in northern
Italy to Pompeii in the south, and even
took Italian lessons. Sincethat first trip
in 1997, she has been there four years
inarow, staying for two months one

The neighbor
with lots of visitorswho stop by for
five minutes at atime, al hours of the
day and night. The neighbor whois
constantly playing loud music. The
neighbor whose fightswith their
significant-other spillsout onto the
sidewalk.

You' veignored thisneighbor’s
bad behavior. You' vetalked to your
NSO and your aderman about this
neighbor’sbad behavior. You've
considered moving. But haveyou
caled911?

A property with frequent 911 calls

for reoccurring disruptive behaviorsis
referred to the city-wide problem
properties team. This team uses a
variety of remedies to make the owner
eliminate the bad behavior that is
occurring on his property. Remedies
range from probation and changesin
property management to closure of the
property for up to one year.

When you call 911, remember to:

1. Identify the specific street
address, including the unit number
when possible.

2. Describein detail the partici-
pants and their behavior.

3. Include acall back number in
case the officer needs more informa-
tion than you gave the dispatcher. You
may request that the officer not come
to your door if you would like to keep
your identity confidential.
